League Report
Colebridge B are making a late rally for Division 1 survival and accounted for bottom side Nomads A 7-3. Jamie Fellows led the way with a hat-trick and Anthony Ellis added two, as did John Taylor. Nomads’ Paul Rowan tasted victory twice and steered Andy Davies to a 4 set doubles win. The Birmingham club then drew away at Wellesbourne, Joshua Bleakley making his Leamington debut and nailing three plus the doubles with Vikas Bakshi who won once. Pete Dunnett and John Price secured braces for the home team and Alan Cotton got the crucial 5th point. Finally they inflicted a 6-4 defeat on Free church A as Bakshi, Ellis and Fellows all won twice. Lee Dorning was unbeaten in singles and doubles which he took with Tom Brocklehurst. It was a much better performance from FC A as they overwhelmed County Council A 8-2, Dorning 3, Brocklehurst and Chris Mulligan 2 apiece as well as the doubles. Pat McCabe and Phil Paine scored for Council. Second placed St Georges B thrashed 4th placed County Council B 8-2 with Laurence Sweeney bagging a triple and Mark Jackson and Ron Vose taking twos but falling to Simon Griew. Jackson and Sweeney wrapped the match up with the doubles. St Georges B then defeated Free Church A 7-3 with Vose unbeaten, Jackson 2 and Sweeney 1 but again a doubles winner with Jackson. Dorning won twice for Church with Timmy Cooper notching a single.
Despite often fielding two players this season or fielding  a reserve, Whitnash A have moved to the summit of Division 2. Kevin Arris and Paul Riman both won twice and combined for the doubles as they drew with Rugby C who were conceded three points and added singles from Ben Holvey and Thomas Jacko. Whitnash then went on to beat Free Church E 8-2 with Arris winning his three, and Riman and Dennis Woodhead twos plus the doubles.
