Table-tennis Report
1st April, 2016  
The main interest in Division 1 is at the foot of the table. Nomads A are
definitely relegated, their 0-10 reverse at champions elect Rugby A all but making it mathematically impossible to save themselves. Rugby included 15 year old Sam Cafearo in their line-up but he took an impressive treble as did regulars Ryan Lines and Ryan Stockham. However, the other relegation spot remains open. Two of the candidates, Free Church C and Colebridge B drew. Martyn Todd secured a hat-trick for Church and Chris Blowey and Harry Purewal chipped in with singles but the Birmingham club kept in it with two apiece from Vikas Bakshi and Anthony Ellis plus the doubles. Both sides were then edged out by Wellesbourne, 4-6. Todd again romped to three in Church’s clash and took the doubles with Adam Cofler but Pete Dunnett, John Price and Gary Stewart with pairs, saw the villagers home. In the Colebridge encounter it was the turn of Ellis to remain unbeaten with John Chandler adding one but braces from Alan Cotton and Stewart, a single from Price and the doubles ensured victory went Wellesbourne’s way. Colebridge A will have to battle hard for runners-up spot after losing to Free Church A, the first ever victory for Church against this top team. Timmy Cooper was the hero with three, Lee Dorning added two and the pair combined for the doubles. Nav Matharu (2), Sam Henderson (1) and Ben Willson (1) kept it close. County Council B sit fourth beating Free Church C 7-3 with Simon Griew taking a triple plus the doubles with Nilton Green who won two. Murray Stevenson won the other point whilst Church enjoyed two wins from Purewal and one from Todd.
Phoenix O have emerged three points ahead of all opposition in Division 2 with games in hand. Trebles from Paul Calloway and Callum Martin plus two from Richard Jardim propelled them to a 9-1 win over Colebridge C whose Neil Wheatley prevented the whitewash. The chasing pack are closing in on second placed Whitnash A and their cause was damaged by a 7-3 reverse at Free Church D.  Mark Bolshaw notched an impressive hat-trick for the home side with Jack Green (2) and Anthony Smith (1) supporting. Bolshaw and Green then nabbed the doubles with Kevin Arris (2) and Dennis Woodhead (1) replying. Rugby B are just two points behind Whitnash with two matches in hand, their latest win being 6-4 against bottom side Eathorpe A. Danny Orr took his three and the doubles with Sam Cafearo who supplied two. Bernard Reman (2) Steph Hawkins (1) and Pete Titmas (1) gave Eathorpe an outside chance of avoiding the drop.  Rugby B also won 7-3  against Millennium A Caferao and Orr taking the 7 points. Michael Harrison, Christian Ward and Rob Warnes all won one in response. Promoted Free Church E are eyeing a top half finish. They accounted for Colebridge C 7-3 with Phil Blowey unbeaten and Olivia Fletcher and Tom Harris nailing two. Awais Mohammed and Neil Wheatley took singles and John Overton joined Wheatley for the doubles. Church E then went on to beat Rugby C 6-4, Blowey (2), Harris (2) Fletcher (1) with Blowey and Harris taking the doubles. Ben Holvey (2) and Thomas Jacko (2) ensured a tight finish.
Three teams look to have the  two promotion spots between them in Division 3. Free Church F are still in contention despite losing 4-6 at Snitterfield A. Stuart Ayres was the thorn in their side, winning all three plus the doubles with Henry Lu, who won twice. James Robertson (2), Jenny Singleton (1) and Lewis Singleton (1) kept F in third place with matches in hand. Second placed County Council D struggled to a draw against Rugby D, who did their relegation cause the world of good after Oliver Fowler’s impressive treble. Dad Steve added two with Tony Ford (2), Mark Freeman (1) and Cliff Jackson (1) plus a Freeman/Jackson doubles win keeping WCC D in the promotion hunt. Rugby D then went and trounced Snitterfield 8-2, who consequently dropped out of the promotion shake-up, with both Harvey and Oliver Fowler winning their singles, Steve winning one and the boys taking the doubles. Ayres and Tim Fell notched a single apiece. Free Church G are top and beat Whitnash B 6-4 thanks to a hat-trick from Ricardo Bolanos, two from Adam Pulman and a single from Tom Fletcher. Greg Swan (2) and Richard Smith (1) also took the doubles. Whitnash’s 6-4 home win over Nomads C plunged the visitors into a relegation battle. Swan (3), Smith (2) plus the doubles did the damage with Dave Harding (2), Les Hoggins (1) and Richard Miles (1) ensuring Nomads still have a chance of survival. Flavels also beat Nomads 6-4 with Trevor Bradley winning his three and Mick Bennett and Dot Macfarlane taking singles. Doubles specialist Roger Potts joined Bradley for the vital 6th point with Nomads accruing their tally from Hoggins (2) and Miles (2).  Millennium B are bottom, albeit with matches in hand. They drew with County Council C whose Steve Poole was unbeaten. Ian Stevens provided two more points but Lewis Cox (2), Colin Astbury (1) and Bob Clarke (10) plus a Cox/Astbury doubles meant stalemate. Eathorpe B could yet save themselves from the drop and enjoyed a stalemate with County Council C. Binh-Kwoi Nguyen won three and the doubles with Marius Morariu who won once. Council bounced back through Derek Harwood (2), Doug Lowe (2) and Poole (1).
In Division 4 top side  Eathorpe E remain 30 points clear of third placed Free Church K who have 3 matches in hand, after their draw. Stuart Mills won his three for Church, son Joe won one and held on to the doubles with Dan Shaw. Jon Ablett (2), Charlie Wragg (2) and John Ablett (1) replied. The trio then defeated Free Church J 10-0. Ashorne A fought out a draw with Free Church I. Steve  Bolton and Roger Kelley both won twice with reserve Jim Jack took a single but  a splendid treble from Chris Jones plus the doubles with Marc Briscoe and a single from Fiona Wyburn, guaranteed parity. Free Church H moved into second with a 7-3 win over Free Church J, Sam Bradley and Eve Briscoe winning all of their points. Catherine McAuley, Jill and Mike Weaving all secured singles. Better for FC J against Ashorne when they won 8-2. Janice Rowan won her singles, McAuley and Jill Weaving notched two each and McAuley joined Rowan for the doubles. Kelley was Ashorne’s points winner. A busy Ashorne also fell 2-8 to Eathorpe C. Will Apted and Paul Deavall won threes, Sophie Cooper had a single win and a doubles victory with Apted. Ashorne reserves, Steve Handsley and Steve Kay took singles. Finally, Free Church H whitewashed their I team as Emily Beasley, Ciara Hancox and Emma Kilpatrick stepped up to the plate.
