League Report
30th December 2016 
The Autumn 2-a-side League has drawn to a close with most promotion and relegation issues now resolved. Free Church M are the champions in Division A and signed off with a 5-0 win over bottom side FISSC A, Robbie Fitchford and Nikit Sajiv combining for the points. Norton Lindsey A finished as runners-up, two points behind. They trounced Flavels A 5-0 through Gareth Hepworth and Ron Shakesheff but needed all 5 against Snitterfield to catch the champions and could only pull off a 3-2 win. Hepworth won his two and the doubles with Shakesheff but they were denied the other points by Stuart Ayres and Tim Fell. Flavels A took all 5 points against Free Church N to condemn their opponents to relegation. Mick Bennett and Roger Potts did the damage.
Free Church duo Milly Green and Josh Yarrow secured top spot and promotion from Division B with a 5-0 rousting of relegated Eathorpe E. Another youthful duo  Rugby H’s Angel and William Chen also grabbed promotion with a 4-1 success over Free Church Q, William bagging both singles and the doubles with Angel who won once but fell victim to Catherine McAuley. Q stayed up by three points despite losing to their O side whose Phil Booth and Jay Virdi pocketed all 5 games. FC O went on to inflict a 4-1 defeat and relegation on Eathorpe F, Dan Strand winning twice and pairing with Booth (1) for the doubles. Richard Freeman took the consolation.
Ashorne A have won Division C courtesy of a fine 4-1 win over Rugby I who finished 4th. Steve Handsley (2), Tony Philpott (1) and the doubles secured their success with Grace Newman responding. Free Church S were runners-up and  finished with a 3-2 win over Norton Lindsey B. Alex Costa won twice and Findlay Douglas once but a Vincent Ford single plus his doubles victory with Guy Harrison kept it tight. The two relegated sides clashed with Free Church R storming to a 5-0 win over FISSC B through Dan Gunthorpe and Seb Priest.
Free Church T have clinched pole position in Division D and ended with a 5-0 win over their U team, Ben Holding and Tom Yarrow claiming the points. Ashorne B should claim second with just relegated Eathorpe G to play. FC U are the other relegated side and lost to Eathorpe G for whom Ben James won twice and David Hanson once, the pair combining for the doubles.  Reserve, Richard Hancox, replied.
Rugby K finished top in Division E by a comfortable 7 points but surrendered their unbeaten record when falling to runners-up Eathorpe H 2-3. James Rome won his two for the villagers and partnered Joshua Cope to the doubles with Tyler Humphries and George Marshall taking singles in reply. Free Church W had a busy end to the campaign as they secured third place. They lost to bottom team Rugby L despite a double from Sundeep Virdi as Connor Invernazzi and George Spraget both won singles and the doubles. W beat FC V 4-1, Joe Shrimpton 2, Virdi 1 and the doubles, with Chris Hearn scoring for V. Finally FC X tied on points with FC V after a 4-1 victory enabled them to make up the leeway. Jack Knowles and Alex O’Driscoll won all of the singles leaving Owain Jones and David Knott to mop up the doubles.
Free Church A dropped three points to struggling two player Wellesbourne in their Division 1 encounter despite being given three points. Sam Weaving won his two singles and Tom Brocklehurst won once with Weaving combining with Sam Wiggins for the doubles but Alan Cotton’s brace and a single from John Price gave them precious points. Wellesbourne then faced fellow strugglers Free Church B, again with two players. Cotton and Awais Muhammed both won twice and took the doubles but were second best when confronting Martyn Todd. Another struggling side, County Council A, edged a 6-4 win against Phoenix. Pat McCabe was their star with a hat-trick and the doubles with Phil Paine, Chris Brewer adding two. Mark Rose won two for the Coventry outfit with Paul Calloway and Richard Jardim contributing one apiece.
The bottom two clashed in Division 2 with Eathorpe A emerging as 6-4 victors. Binh-Khoi Nguyen was in top form, winning three, Marius Morariu won two and Bernard Reman one. Andy Caine responded with two, Tracey Fletcher chipped in with one and took the doubles with Richard Grover. Eathorpe found life tougher when opposing Free Church C who beat them 8-2. Morariu and Reman bagged their two points but FC C’s Jeff Harris and Kit Turner were rampant and posted maximums. Tom Harris won once and steered his Dad to the doubles. Free Church D defeated Rugby C 7-3. Ricardo Bolanos retained his 100% average, Livvy Fletcher won twice and took the doubles with Bolanos and Lewis Singleton notched one. Hugh Crosfield, Ben Holvey and Bradley Matthews made it a real team effort for Rugby with a single each. Rugby B held Free Church E to a draw with Danny Orr taking his three and the doubles with Philip Harris who won once. Dave Ramsey (2), Anthony Smith (2) and Mark Bolshaw (1) assured the stalemate. Nomads Enigmas, perhaps surprisingly, find themselves in 8th place and were collared 7-3 by FC D. Bolanos posted another treble, Chris Blowey added a brace and the doubles with Bolanos, and Singleton a single. Malc Macfarlane, Steve Proctor and Charlie Somerton each tasted victory once. St Georges C faced their D side and squeezed past them 6-4. Brian Aston, Len Coonan and Kevin Finn all won twice. Richard Grover won one as did Tracey Fletcher who borrowed son Tom from Free Church and was delighted to see him master Finn. Tracey and Richard won the doubles. Another derby took place at Free Church with C edging F 6-4. Jeff Harris (2), Michael Ho (2) and Kit Turner (1) set Harris and Ho up for a vital doubles win. Phil Blowey (2) and James Robertson (2) kept F in contention.
In Division 3 leaders County Council D were surprised by Rugby E who beat them 6-4. Freddy Jones showed his potential with a maximum and he was helped out by Dave Cox (2) and Stuart Mills (1). Mark Freeman (2) and Cliff Jackson (1) kept matters close especially as they took the doubles. Rugby E (3rd) then had a close 6-4 encounter with club mates D (11th). Freddy Jones nailed his three, Stuart Mills won twice and Joe Mills once with Oliver Fowler nabbing two and guiding his brother Harvey, who won once, to the doubles. County Council C moved to second as a result, emphatically beating Free Church G 9-1. Derek Harwood and Steve Poole won their singles and Ian Stevens lost only to Ged Kuprys. However, WCC C then crashed to earth as Flavels A beat them 7-3. Mick Bennett and Trevor Bradley both won trebles and Sam Bradley added another. Derek Harwood and Doug Lowe were the County scorers with singles and the doubles.  Rugby D put a lot of distance between themselves and bottom team Eathorpe B with a crushing 8-2 win. Oliver Fowler won his three, Harvey won twice, took the doubles with his brother and Dad Steve also claimed two. Jim Levack and Charie Wragg took consolations. Rugby F saw off Free Church H 7-3 with Bradley Matthews taking a treble and reserve Dan Burgess two. Jack Evans also supplied two with Emma Kilpatrick and Jenny Singleton taking singles and the doubles for Church. Free Church G showed no mercy to their H side whitewashing them through Milly Bradshaw, Tom Fletcher and Ged Kuprys. 
The Division 4 leaders are Free Church I who showed their intent with a 9-1 eclipse of Rugby G. Pete Rourke and Dan Shaw took 7 of the points and Nick Darwen added two, losing to Grace Newman. FC I then hammered bottom team County Council E 10-0 Chris Jones, Rourke and Shaw harvesting the points. Second placed Free Church J walloped their K side 8-2 with trebles from Janice Rowan and Mike Weaving and a single from Jill Weaving, Janice and Mike taking the doubles. Reserve Phil Booth and Richard Pittaway replied. Eathorpe D fared much better against FC J beating them 7-3. Paul Deavall remained undefeated in singles and the doubles where he paired with Shaun Martin (2). Michael Rossington won the 7th point with Church ‘s Catherine McAuley winning twice and Mike Weaving once. However, there are no certainties in this division and Free Church L cast Eathorpe D aside in an 8-2 victory. Eduardo Bolanos and Ben Hall accounted for 7 of the points and 11 year old Eleanor Fletcher enjoyed a single win. Sophie Cooper and Michael Rossington posted the villagers’ points.
