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Derby Annual Sports Awards

Eligibility Criteria

1. The nominee should be nominated in the district they live in. If the nominee performs/coaches/volunteers
outside of the district they live in, they should still be nominated in the district they live in. If they live outside
of the county they should be nominated in the district they compete/coach/volunteer in.

2. Their involvement must be within a sport recognised by Sport England. www.sportengland.org

3. These are voluntary sector awards and nominations will not be considered for professional (receiving a salary)
coaches, sports people or teams.

4. Where nominations are made for performers, this should focus on their performance between
September 2011 and September 2012.

5. Nominees should be notified that they've been nominated.

6. Last year's nominees are eligible to be nominated again. Previous winners of the Service to Sport Award are
not eligible to be nominated again.

7. Nominations made for the Derbyshire Schools’ Sports Association (DSSA) Sports Awards will automatically be
put forward to the district awards. The nominations will be put forward in the following categories - Junior
Sportsman/Sportswoman, Junior Disabled Sportsperson, and Young Sports Leader/Young Coach of the VYear.

8. The closing date is 10 September 2012.

Sports Awards in Derbyshire are a way of recognising and celebrating the sporting success of athletes and those
involved in sport at all levels.

The winners at local authority level will go through to the Derbyshire Sports Awards and those judged to be a
winner or runner up will be invited to attend the Derbyshire Sports Awards presentation evening on Thursday
15 November 2012 at The Roundhouse, Derby.

Aged under 25 on 31 August 2012

Quialified as a sports leader or coach (unpaid) and been actively leading/

A positive role model for participants and other young leaders/coaches

Service to Sport

Have made an outstanding voluntary contribution to sport as an
administrator or official over a minimum of five years
