Leamington – League started Monday 24 September, with 42 three aside teams, 23 two aside, ie 65 in total which is slightly less than last year. Still get new people contacting us.
Nuneaton – starts next week, 23 teams from 6 clubs, though only 1 club has juniors and 2 teams play in the upstairs room of a pub!  
Stratford – 1div of 9 teams, no change from last season. 2 players in twenties but rest are over 50.  Starts 8 October 2012.
10. National Councillor’s report 
Meeting 22 July 2012 and first since AGM.  President Keith Ponting has died so will need to be replaced. Discussion on funding, as at ETTA AGM the increase in subs had been voted down.  85% of ETTA funding comes from the government (Sport England) and is awarded at basic or elite levels.  Basic refers to how many play the sport, based on the national survey done recently on who plays each month and includes non-ETTA players.  Elite funding is based on the chance of winning Olympic medals.  We do well at basic.
